Overview:

To enable children to recognise and form various
shapes using playdough. They will have the
opportunity to shape the playdough ‘rolls’
themselves, recognise and choose which colours
to use in Dach chi'n gallu rhoi'r rholiau ar y siap?
oing do, and select the correct number of edges
for each shape.

® Fruit Bowl x2

e Fruit

* Fruit photographs (see additional)

» Different colour baskets (same colour and
number as fruits where possible).
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Instructions:

e Place the laminated shape templates on a
table or flat surface.

* Invite the child/children to start creating
different coloured rolls / ‘sausages’ by
using their hands to roll out the clay,
assisting younger children in doing so if
necessary, naming the colours and
counting the rolls as you go.

e Next, ask the child/children to select a
template and ask them to place a
playdough roll along each edge of the
shape, again counting and naming the
colours as they do so. You may ask them to
select rolls of the same colours if it is age-
appropriate fo do so.

e You may also extend the activity by
providing various matching shape cutters
and encouraging children to select the
correct one to make a solid version of each
shape as well as the outline they have
previously made on the templafe.
